Define your future

NARRATOR SPECS – The voice of Reality: “Alwyn”

Who:
approx. 45-year-old white guy, delivers the concepts or ideas in spoken form

Appearance: 
chic, greying hair, dapper, well-groomed, charcoal grey suit, black shirt, blue & yellow silk tie (Sanlam/Santam colours), tie pin, shiny black shoes

Tone:


commanding, somewhat serious, pithy

Delivery: 
well-spoken, candid, measured, speaks with gravitas

PERFORMANCE ARTIST – The ‘foil’ to Reality: “Zacch”

Who:
pantomime/performance artist who acts as a foil to the narrator’s ideas, wordless storyteller serving as the visual metaphor for the narrator’s theoretical concepts

Appearance:
white T-shirt, light colour chinos, brown shoes: easy to move around in

Delivery:
mute, animated, slightly exaggerated/ironic actions, uses facial expressions and gestures to dialogue/interact with narrator

	OPENING SCENE:

Scene 1 interior: Completely white infinity studio, bright/well-lit.

Middle of shot: a leather chair & a desk, set slightly back and to one side. Laptop and ‘Newton’s Cradle’/ colliding balls desk toy on desk (7 balls, Reality logo colours?).

Background: an empty white ‘wall’ space to the opposite side, behind and above chair & desk. 

Foreground:

Empty area in front of chair/desk for pantomime/Zacch to move around in.

Narrator/ALWYN appears, enters shot from one side. Walks towards the chair/desk. Stops in front of desk, back to viewer, activates Newton’s Cradle, watches it for a moment, waits for it to slow down, then turns around to face viewer, leans against the desk with one hand, crosses one leg in front of the other, transferring weight, puts his free hand in his pocket. 

ALWYN pauses. Looks down at Newton’s Cradle as it stops. Then back up at the viewer.

Takes hand out of his pocket, turns towards chair and sits down.

ALWYN settles down in chair, puts elbows on arms of chair, clasps fingers together.

ALWYN looks off shot to one side.

Pantomime/ZACCH appears from off shot. Wanders into view with his hands in his pocket, whistling and looking around without a care in the world. Stops in foreground, standing with hands in his pockets still, looks back at ALWYN to hear what he’s going to say next.

ZACCH pulls his hands out of his pockets, pulling the pocket linings out at the same time, showing empty pockets. He looks down at each pocket in dismay, then quizzically back at ALWYN.

ZACCH shakes his head in reply.

ZACCH shoves his pocket linings back into his trousers and puts his hand up to his forehead and peers into the distance, squinting as if he’s having trouble seeing something. He gives up and shrugs as if to say: “Oh well! Whatever!”, and walks off shot.

Pan out to show ZACCH in foreground of empty wall space/stills screen, piling on and surrounded by bling: gold jewellery, talking on cell phone, sunglasses etc.

ZACCH has a briefcase at his feet. He bends down and takes out a thick, official-looking document and scans through the small print, yawns, frowns, then gives up and throws it away over his shoulder in disgust.

ZACCH stands with one arm folded across his chest, the other propping up his chin like Rodin’s ‘Thinker’, head tilted up, dreamy smile on his face.
ZACCH startles back to attention, looking around surprised as if having just woken up. He walks off shot quickly, looking sheepish.

Shot tightens back to C/U of ALWYN, who leans forward in his chair, looking directly at the viewer.

Camera pans out to show ZACCH walking into shot wearing angels wings/halo and devil’s horns. ALWYN looks at him. ZACCH stops to the side & in front of ALWYN with his hands on his hips, listening.

ZACCH scratches his head, looking upset, then shakes his head in reply.

ZACCH turns around to read the quote and slowly nods his head as if he’s having an ‘Aha!’ moment.

ZACCH boogies off shot.

ALWYN gets up and walks into foreground, hands in pockets as music fades. Speaks earnestly now directly to viewer as if to say: “Let’s get down to business.”

ALWYN turns to the stills screen as logo appears.

ZACCH walks across the foreground juggling the Reality balls. Exits shot.

ZACCH reappears in shot wearing a tool belt, hard-hat and carrying a toolbox. He approaches ALWYN and puts his toolbox down.

ALWYN puts his hand inside his jacket and pulls out a cheque, shakes ZACCH’s hand, and gives the cheque to ZACCH, who smiles and looks pleased with himself. ZACCH exits shot.

ALWYN turns, walks towards desk and sits on the corner of the desk, folding his arms.

ZACCH reappears wearing glasses & waistcoat, carrying a teachers’ pointer, pushing a blackboard into shot with ABCs/1,2,3s written in chalk on it. He stops, and points to the letters/figures as if teaching. From his pockets he pulls 3 wooden ABC kids’ letter blocks and hands them to ALWYN.

ALWYN builds the blocks into a pyramid on the desk to emphasise his words about building a prosperous future.

ZACCH pushes chalkboard out of shot.

ALWYN opens desk drawer and pulls out a rolled up certificate. ZACCH appears in graduation cap and gown and walks over to ALWYN, who shakes his hand and hands him the certificate, which ZACCH waves triumphantly in the air with a silent cheer before exiting shot again.

ZACCH enters carrying dumb-bells and starts doing exercises in the foreground. Stops and flexes his muscles before exiting again looking pleased with himself.

ALWYN gets up from the desk. Reaches behind the leather chair and pulls out a stick with a carrot tied to one end. He walks to edge of shot, dangles carrot and starts walking back to the middle of shot with ZACCH following from off shot. He leads ZACCH as far as the desk then hands ZACCH the stick, ZACCH carries on off shot taking stick & carrot with him, and ALWYN sits down in the chair again.

ALWYN takes a pen, a Reality Checklist and a Reality Journal out of the desk drawer and proceeds to tick things in the Checklist and page through the Journal.

ALWYN taps laptop keyboard to show online budgeting tool.


	Background: Space left open for an extra screen to be dropped in after shooting that will continuously run ‘Real Life’ people/scenes stills that match narrator’s words.

Opening shot: Reality logo ‘balls’ – no text – bouncing around screen.

Still: money, coins etc

Stills: juxtapose a still of somebody living large, followed by another person in a small garden of a pokey house, old car in the driveway etc.

Still: a winding road going off into the distance.

Stills: photo’s of bling objects.

ZACCH’s ‘dreams’ appear as thought bubbles behind him in the ‘screen’ area of the shot: stills of big house, car, plane taking off etc.

Stills abruptly disappear as if bubble bursting.

Still: plump person in exercise outfit, sitting on couch in front of TV, feet up, eating junk food. Treadmill in background. 

Still: New Year’s resolution list.

Still: elderly person.

Quote flashes up: “What we do today creates tomorrow’s reality.”

Quote fades.

‘Welcome to Reality: define your future.’ flashes up while music plays.

Stills: Sanlam & Santam logos appear side-by-side, then fade and are followed by the Reality logo.
The word RealityPoints™ appears on screen followed by stills of rewards: merchandise, travel etc.

Still: people in class/students. Books etc.

Still: happy, prosperous family.

Still: advisor sitting with client/s who are listening intently as s/he explains something.

Still: financial info/stats/graphs showing figures in the black.

Still: flashes names of benefit/retail partners.

Flash stills:

Reality: R16.50 

Reality+: R75

Reality++: R80

Still: flashes portions of the Reality Checklist.

Still: showing people attending a seminar.

Still: will, household inventory being done, security company, vehicle tracking company etc.


	SFX:

Door squeaking open (off camera) and clicking closed. Footsteps approaching.

ALWYN:

What do people spend most of their time thinking and worrying about? What do we all want more of, but pay very little attention to?

… money.

Considering how important money is in our lives, you’d think we’d spend more time learning how to take care of it better.

ALWYN:

Did you know that only one in ten South Africans are in control of their finances and able to enjoy financial independence?

You know what the problem is with the future?

Out of sight. Out of mind.

Most people are in denial about what their futures hold…
